Creative Parade Entries Contest Fact Sheet

Everything You Need to Know About the Creative Parade Entries Contest

· General information:

· All parade entries are automatically registered for the contest. Don’t forget to submit your parade registration form by the deadline.

· Past winners are eligible to win in subsequent years.

· There are no categories for the awards. Just be creative and have fun!

· To assist the judges in identifying your entry, please make sure the name of your group, business, entry, etc. is clearly displayed during the parade.

· Judges for 2010 parade: Returning to judge the 2010 parade contest after their critically acclaimed performances as judges of the 2007 through 2009 parade contests are entrepreneur and former Vice Mayor of Cincinnati Jim Tarbell, actress and fiber artist Shelley Lindsey, and media and performance artist Andy Marko.

· Where to find the creative parade entries contest judges: The official judges’ viewing station is located in front of The Comet at the intersection of Hamilton and Otte Avenues. Judges may also view entries at the Bethlehem Temple parade staging grounds prior to the start of the parade. Setting the standard for creativity, the costumed judges also march in the parade.

· Show off in front of the judges! Entries that have performance elements are encouraged to show off in front of the judges. Please take care not to hold up the parade. If a space of two car lengths opens up between your entry and the one ahead of yours, it’s time to move on before the judges’ bailiff gives you the nod.

· Trophies for winning entries: The top five (5) creative parade entries will be awarded coveted and fabulous recycled art trophies designed especially for the parade. No two trophies are alike. The trophies and the plaque bearing the names of prior contest winners are displayed in the window of Schaeper’s Pharmacy (Hamilton and Chase Avenues) prior to the parade to inspire even greater creativity among entries.
Artists from Visionaries & Voices (V&V) are creating the 2010 trophies. V&V, a nonprofit arts organization for artists with disabilities, has a gallery and a studio at 3841 Spring Grove Avenue.

· Announcement of winners and awarding of trophies: Names of contest winners will be announced and trophies will be awarded at the July Northside Community Council (NCC) meeting. The NCC meets at 7:00 p.m. on the third Monday of the month at McKie Recreation Center, 1655 Chase Avenue. Winners will be contacted in advance of the meeting.
· Other recognition of winners: Contest winners will be recognized in the Northsider and the Northside e-newsletter Bits & Pieces, and will be permanently recorded on the contest plaque.
